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Neighbourhoods are geographic areas of a size and character that best serves the needs of local
communities. They are defined through local agreement between the police, partners and citizens.
Neighbourhood profiles have been produced for all neighbourhoods in England and Wales as part of the roll
out of Neighbourhood Policing. The primary purpose of neighbourhood profiles is to inform and drive
engagement activity. They are o6livingd products
communities are heard in support of the key aims of neighbourhood Policing: to involve partners and
communities in identifying local policing priorities and solving local problems and to tackle criminality in
neighbourhoods.

City of London ward policing comprises four areas, north, south, east and west. Each area consists
of numerous wards

From King Edward Street in the west to Beech Street in the east. From Aldersgate Street (j/w Fann Street) in
the north to Noble Street in the south (j/w Gresham Street) in the south, incorporating large residential
sections of The Barbican Estate and Golden Lane Estate It contains the residential population centre of the
division on the Barbican Estate.

The Barbican Estate has residential, educational, leisure and business centres. The residential population
comprises 2003 residencies, and a population of approximately 5000 in 20 blocks, or houses as they are
known. The main residential group is known as the Barbican Association, which disseminates information
down through the house groups. The estate now has a new police office which is located at the base of
Shakespeare Tower, and is staffed Monday to Friday. The Barbican Arts and Leisure Centre houses
theatres, cinemas, concert halls, art galleries, library and exhibition halls. A variety of concerts and
exhibitions are held throughout the year. Within the Estate is the Guildhall School of Music and Drama and
the City of London School for Girls. A good relationship has been formed with these educational centres and
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This is 1 of 6 wards, which constitute north area.
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
