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Neighbourhoods are geographic areas of a size and character that best serves the needs of
local communities. They are defined through local agreement between the police, partners
and citizens.

Neighbourhood profiles have been produced for all neighbourhoods in England and Wales as
part of the roll out of Neighbourhood Policing. The primary purpose of neighbourhood profiles

is to inform and drive engagement activity.

changes to ensure that all communities are heard in support of the key aims of
neighbourhood Policing: to involve partners and communities in identifying local policing
priorities and solving local problems and to tackle criminality in neighbourhoods.

City of London ward policing comprises four areas, north, south, east and west. Each
area consists of numerous wards.

From Warwick Lane/Ava Maria Lane in the west to Bread Street in the east. From Newgate
Street in the north to Queen Victoria Street in the south This ward is primarily a business and
retail area, and is dominated by Paternoster Square, which has quickly become a thriving
cosmopolitan area that contains the London Stock Exchange, Goldman Sachs, as well as a
host of other large business organisations. All of these premises sit hand in glove with
restaurants, coffee shops, pubs and wine bars alike, as well as retail premises. The square is
a very popular location for both visitors and the staff of surrounding buildings, who, during the
summer months, enjoy the alfresco street entertainment, supplied by the current security
agents, Broadgate Estates. This is 1of 12 wards, which constitute south area.
